Stipple Stitching with Multi-Hooping

« First, determine what size hoop will be used in
your Stipple Stitch project. (This lesson uses the
BERNINA Artista 130 x 100 hoop.)

. Create a new project and name it Multi-Hoop
Stipple.

« Open the Hoops Mode. Make sure Choose
Hoop is selected and select Artista 130 x
100.

« Open your Cookie Cutters Mode.

« Locate and
open the folder
named Shapes.
Click and Drag
the square onto
the workspace.
Using the sizing
handles, in-
crease the size of the square to 3.40 x 4.75

« With the square selected, click on the
Stitches N Effects Mode and click on Single

« Select one of the squares and click on Edit
and Reshape.
