Create this fun ruffled satchel 
with your serger. Make easy 
work of gathering the ruffles 
with the help of the Gathering 
Foot and rolled hem stitch.

• Set serger for a 4-thread overlock stitch. Attach the 
Serger Gathering Foot. Adjust the serger settings: 
needle tensions = approximately 7-8; differential 
feed = 2. Use a test swatch of fabric to test the 
stitch. Adjust as needed. 
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Supply List 
• “Serged Satchel” by Indygo 

Junction (IJ826) 
• 1 jelly roll of Alice’s Garden 

by Marti Mitchell (27 fabric 
strips, 2½” x 42”, enough 
for 2 bags) or  cut 12 strips, 
2½” x 42” 

• ½ yard fabric for purse 
base 

• 1½ yards fabric for lining, 
bias trim, handles & ties 

• ½ yd fusible fleece or cotton batting for purse base 
• Dog leash (optional for handles) 
• 1-2 cones of Maxi-Lock Swirls in Mocha Fudge 

(1 cone if using 2-thread rolled hem;             
2 if using 3-thread rolled hem) 

• 4 cones regular serger thread 
• Universal needles size 80/12 
• Tracing paper 
• Smooth tracing wheel 
• BERNINA/bernette serger 
• Serger Gathering Foot 
• BERNINA Sewing Machine 
• Edgestitch Foot #10 
• Reverse Pattern Foot #1/1C 
• Open Embroidery Foot #20/20C (optional) 

Cutting  
• Cut all pattern pieces following the instructions      

in the pattern envelope. 
 
Instructions  
• Using tracing paper and tracing wheel, trace       

the placement lines on the front and back of the 
base fabric. 

 
• Set serger for a 3-thread rolled edge using Maxi-

Lock Swirls serger thread in the upper and lower 
loopers. (Alternative: Use a 2-thread rolled edge 
with Swirl in the lower looper.) 

 
• Roll hem one long edge of all 12 strips. 
 



Handle Construction 
• Cut the loop and hook sections from the leash and 

set them aside to use in another project.  
 

• Set serger for a rolled edge as before. Roll hem 
both long edges of the handle strip. 

 

• Spray wrong side of handle strip with 101 Quilt 
Basting Spray. Place leash/webbing in the center 
of the strip and fold fabric around leash/webbing. 

• Use a sewing machine     
and Edgestitch Foot #10     
to straight stitch through all 
layers.  

 
 
 
• If desired, use a decorative 

stitch to embellish the strap. 
Turn strap over and change  
to Reverse Pattern Foot 
#1/1C or Open Embroidery 
Foot #20/20C depending on 
the stitch selected. Stitch the 
length of the strap.  

 
Complete satchel construction following pattern 
instructions.

• Serge the remaining long edge of each strip. This 
accomplishes two steps at once—finishing the 
edges of the strips and gathering them. 

Continue satchel construction following pattern 
instructions.  
 
Ruffles attached to base fabric along traced lines. 

 
Binding applied to top edge of satchel.
