Planning Your Quilt

Have fun creating your own interpretation of the
Going in Circles Quilt! Use the suggested color
choices or select fabrics in your favorite color
family to create your own unique quilt.

Tip: Audition the squares in place before piecing
to ensure an interesting layout.
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Cut the Fabric + Trim the blocks to 6%2" x 62" squares.

+ Cut the various shades of blue fabric into 7" x 7"
squares.

« Back each block with Ultra Clean & Tear
stabilizer using 505 Temporary Spray Adhesive
to hold in place.

Stitch the Circles
«+ Attach Circular Embroidery Attachment #83 and
Open Embroidery Foot #20 to the BERNINA 635.

«+ Stitch 1-3 circles on each block, varying the
placement and circumference of the circles and

using different practical and decorative stitches )
for eich one. P Piece the Blocks & Borders

+ Arrange the blocks in a pleasing manner, six
blocks across and six blocks down.

+ Add 3%2" borders to the sides and upper and
lower edges of the quilt.

+ When the circles are complete, carefully pull
away the excess stabilizer.
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Construct the Quilt
+ Layer the batting between the backing and
pieced top.

+ Baste the layers together with 505 Temporary
Spray Adhesive.

+ Choose an assortment of circles from the embroi-
dery designs included with the BERNINA 635.
Scroll ahead to the parts of the designs that have
a kaleidoscope feel. Embroider them diagonally
across the quilt in a random arrangement, hoop-
ing all three layers of the quilt.

+ Free-motion quilt between the circles and embroi-
dered circles as desired. Achieve consistent free-
motion stitching with the BERNINA Stitch Regula-
tor #42. You'll stitch like a pro in no time!

«+ Bind the edges using your favorite technique.
